Dear Parents,

It’s that time of year again to book your places for LAMDA Speech & Drama for October 2009! Lessons commence Saturday 3rd October.
Sylvia Barr the Lamda teacher will be available to see anyone who has any questions on Saturday 19th September at Ridgeway School 9:30-11am.
In addition to the ongoing drama classes I will be offering LAMDA examination lessons to children in year 2 upwards.  LAMDA lessons are open to all children whether or not they take drama classes. 

The classes will take place on Saturdays at Ridgeway Primary School or on a Tuesday evening at Sanderstead Memorial Hall. They will have a maximum of 6 children per class and will last for a maximum of 40 minutes long, depending on the number of children in the class. 

Classes remain excellent value with children receiving specialized tuition either individually or in small groups: 

The classes for grade 3 and below will cost £5 per class.

Students taking Grade 4 and above will have 30 minute individual lessons or 45 minutes shared between two at a cost of £15 per class.

There will be 9 classes before Christmas and 8 after Christmas including a dress rehearsal before the exam.
The exams themselves will take place on Sunday 7th March 2010 at Sanderstead Memorial Hall, Purley Oaks Road, conducted by an external examiner. There will also be a dress run of the exam on Sunday 28th Feb.
Part of the exam will involve the children reciting poetry and/or prose that they have memorised. These pieces will be appropriate to their age and ability. With practise this is usually no problem but it does take the commitment of both the child and parent! 

In my opinion these exams are brilliant for children to do, as a way of building confidence, and as an excellent preparation for both drama and public speaking in later life. LAMDA is also recognised by all Professional Stage Schools, Drama Schools & Universities.

Because it is a Private Examination Centre there will be a cost per child for the exam. This cost increases with each grade of exam, but starts at approximately £25 which will become due in November 2009.

To enable us to make the arrangements, it is necessary to know which children wish to take the lessons & the exam in advance. If you would like your child to take Lamda lessons & the exam, please fill out the slip below and return to me with £45 for grade 3 and below or £135 for grade 4 and above by no later than Saturday 19th September. Your class time will be posted to you before 3rd October 2009.
Please note, Although Sylvia always try’s her upmost to be flexible with lessons, due to the pressure of places it is often not possible to change lesson times. From now on a £3 admin charge will be payable if a lesson is rescheduled.
Please give details of any special needs to enable us to make any necessary provision, and print your child’s name clearly in the form that you would like it to appear on their certificate.
